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Rejection sensitivity (RS) is a personality disposition characterized by oversensitivity to social rejection; individuals who are sensitive to social rejection tend
to anxiously or angrily expect, readily perceive, and overreact to it. The associations between (a) RS and aggression and (b) RS and victimization have been 42
studied in recent years. However, the strength of these associations varied considerably between studies. This review aimed to synthesize the primary
literature to improve our Insight into these associations.
